Where to stay

If you are in Istanbul for sightseeing, then you could stay in Sultanahmet or find a small s hotel away from the tourist
areas.

A Bosphorus
meal is a great Istanbul tradition. A meal can include a cold meze, then a hot hors d'euvre, followed by a perfectly
cooked piece of fresh fish. How to travel around the city Try to arrange your flights to avoid the rush hour, which in the
evening can last until 9 p.m. There is a metro line that takes 40 minutes from the European airport. But the last stop is
not in the most convenient part of the old city, and the chances are that you will have to continue your journey by taxi.
Cabs from the airyort are strictly confolled. All cabs in the ciry run ona meter and are reasonably priced. If you can
reach your destination by ferry, it is the best way to see the city, and the boats run on time.
