Altaisk  State  University  (hereinafter—Organizing

Phonetics (hereinafter—Contest) that will be held from
16 to 18 of March, 2022. Participants of this academic
event will be able to demonstrate knowledge and skills in
the English language phonology, taught as part of a
university curriculum for students majoring in teaching
English as a foreign language. All contestants will get
participants’ certificates, and winners of the Contest will
be granted with diplomas.

Academic specialization of the Contest: practical and
theoretical aspects of phonetics of English. The Contest is
organized in a distant format. The language of the
Contest is English.

OBJECTIVE OF THE CONTEST
The Contest of English Phonetics for students is held to
support phonetic training in future foreign language
teachers in higher education.

CONDITIONS OF THE CONTEST
The Contest’s participants must be students of 1—5 years
of studies (bachelor or specialist programs), who major in
language specialty at universities of Russia and abroad,
and who study English as a foreign language.

After
processing the personal data, the Organizing Committee
will send to e-mail addresses of all participants
usernames and passwords to provide the registered
applicants with the access to the Contest’s website page in
the GASU e-learning MOODLE system
(https://moodle.gasu.ru).

Complexity of tasks of the Contest implies the English
language proficiency as a foreign language not lower than
B1 according to the CERF.

DESCRIPTION OF THE CONTEST

The contest includes 2 parts.
Part | (theoretical)—16 March, 2022.

Theme: “General theoretical aspects of segmental
phonetics on the material of the English language”.

Contestants will take a 40-question test with alternative
answers on Theoretical Phonetics and English Phonology
in the GASU e-learning MOODLE website page online.
The test lasts for 60 minutes. The maximum available
score is 60. To take the test on the first day of the Contest
participants  should  follow  this link  here
https://moodle.gasu.ru/course/view.php?id=13123 and
choose Contest “Feel Free To Fly”. Day 1. English
Phonetics Test section. The access to the test will be
from 0:00 till 23:59 (Moscow time). Participants have
only one try taking the test.

Part Il (practical)—18 March, 2022.

Theme: “Specifics of RP and Estuary English accents in
Great Britain”.

The Organizing Committee will lay out the task at the
GASU e-learning MOODLE website page. Participants
must read an English text of 150—200 words following
the phonetic requirements in the task. Texts to be read are
included in the task. To receive the task of Part Il
contestants use this link
https://moodle.gasu.ru/course/view.php?id=13123 and
choose Contest “Feel Free To Fly”. Day 2. Reading
Performance Task section. The task will be available
from 0:00 till 23:59 (Moscow time). The maximum
available score is 40.

After getting the task, participants will have 120 minutes
to get prepared to read the text, make a video-record of it
and send it to the Organizing Committee. The record must
have 2 parts. In the 1% part the contestant faces camera
and gives his full name in English (and in Russian for
citizens of Russia and other Russian-speaking countries),
names his university (college), his group’s number and
year of studies. In the 2" part of the video the contestant
presents his reading of the English text in the task. Video-
materials are to be uploaded to any of file sharing sites
(YYandex, Mail, Google, etc.), and the link to the record is
to be sent to the Organizing Committee’s address
feel.free.gasu@gmail.com in the course of Day Il of the
Contest until 23:59 (Moscow time).

The criteria of the assessment of the reading task is in the
Reading Performance Task. Assessment Criteria
section at the GASU e-learning MOODLE website page.

The maximum score available to obtain for the two days
of the Contest is 100. The Organizing Committee uses the
results of Parts | and Il of the Contest to choose winners.
